Every man is called to
be a leader. In his home,
in his neighborhood, in his
workplace and in society,
there is no substitute for
good men who can be good
examples to their children
and to the rest of us. But to
become good, a man usually
has to repent of his sins and
decide to change.

We
will learn and support each
other in order to become good
men and leaders.

As men and as leaders, many of us have the
same sin: we are not grateful for what we have
and we desire what we cannot have, thinking
that the grass seems greener on the other
side of the fence! That is why men should
remember the story of King David. He was a
leader. He was King of Israel and he had many
lands and riches and women in his royal court.
But he was not satisfied. He was walking
on his roof one evening and saw a woman

bathing. He made inquiries and found out
that she was Bathsheba, a woman married to a
soldier named Uriah. Nevertheless he sent for
her. He got her pregnant and then arranged
for Uriah to be killed in battle.

The Lord sent the prophet Nathan to

accuse David of his sin. Nathan told him

a parable about a poor man whose only
ipossession was one little ewe lamb which he

oved dearly. But a rich man stole it to make
a meal. The rich man had many flocks but did
not want to use any of them to make his meal.
When King David heard this story he grew
angry and said “That man deserves death!”
Nathan said to David: “That man is you!” (2
Samuel 12:7) David repented (and wrote
Psalm 51) but nevertheless his sin resulted in
terrible consequences for himself, his family
and for even his whole country. This reminds
us that our secret sins not only drag us down,
but also our family, and our whole society.

This little story is for each one of us. We
are “kings” who should be grateful for all that
we have. T know that I get to enjoy many
blessings from being a priest and especially
from being a leader at St. Joseph’s parish.
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[ am treated as a member of many parish
families and I have so many opportunities
for enjoyable rest and relaxation with my
brother priests. Sometimes I forget all these
blessings. A good man must avoid the sin
of King Davig. He had everything, and yet
his heart was restless. He was proud. He
loved to strut round on his roo%zop feeling
exalted and looking down upon everything as
if it all belonged personally to him. His eyes
wandered. He is like so many men who are
enslaved by “enticement for the eyes.” (1 John
2:16)

We should always remember that we
are not the owners, but only stewards, of
the good things that have been entrusted
to us in our lives. We must be grateful to
God and we must think of others. We must
“pray gratefully, serve responsibly and give
generously.” St. Joseph is the perfect example
of a good man. His attitude was different
from the attitude of King David, his ancestor.
St. Joseph was poor. He had nothing but hard
work in his life. His one consolation was
that he was betrothed to the beautiful Virgin
Mary. It seemed that even this would be
denied him. He learned that Mary was with
child and that she would remain a perpetual
virgin. Yet St. Joseph accepted this life of
poverty and chastity. He was detached and
did not try to take what he could not have.
Neither his eyes nor his heart wandered after
anything else. In a dream the angel consoled
him and reassured him that he could be a
“better” son of David: “Joseph, son of David,
do not be afraid to take Mary your wife into
your home. For it is through the holy Spirit
that this child has been conceived in her.”
(Matthew 1:20)
