Mary McNicholas was searching for more. A parish-
ioner since 1988, she was like many at St. Joseph’s, 
seeking deeper spirituality.

“I was looking for something else, something beyond 
what I was doing,” McNicholas said. She attended 
Mass and the adoration chapel, but “there was still 
something missing.”

She found a close-
knit, but open group studying, learning and moving 
toward devotion to intensive prayer and preaching.

three to six years that may — or 
may not — lead to a ceremony and 
commitment to a life of prayer, 
teaching and study. McNicholas 
remains in discernment, but already 
has found rewards.

Mass and adoration have become 
more meaningful, she said. “I hear more meaning in 
the homilies and the readings now. I see the connec-
tions and appreciate the Gospel much more.”

It also has helped her work as an emergency room 
physician’s assistant.

“I see God in this person, that person. It was not 
always easy to do that,” she said. “It changed my in-
teractions with the different people I meet.”
