From our Holy Father in Rome 
BENEDICT XVI GENERAL AUDIENCE 

Wednesday, 27 June 2012 Part I 
 

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 

Just as we saw over the past Wednesdays, our prayer is composed of 
silence and words, of singing and of gestures that involve the whole person: 
from the mouth to the chin, from the heart to the entire body. We find this 
characteristic in Jewish prayer, especially in the Psalms. Today I would like 
to speak of one of the most ancient songs or hymns of the Christian 
tradition which St Paul presents to us in the Letter to the Philippians. In a 

certain sense this is his spiritual testament. Indeed, 
it is a Letter that the Apostle dictated while he was 
in prison, perhaps in Rome. He must have felt that 
his death was close at hand, for he says that his life 
will be offered as a libation (Phil 2:17). 
In spite of this situation of grave danger to his 
physical safety, throughout this text St Paul 
expresses his joy in being a disciple of Christ, of 
being able to go to meet him even to the point of 
seeing death not as a loss but rather as a gain. In 
the last chapter of the Letter, there is a pressing 
invitation to joy, a fundamental characteristic of 

being Christian and of our prayer. St Paul writes: “rejoice in the Lord 
always; again I will say, Rejoice” (Phil 4:4). But how is it possible to rejoice 
in the face of a death sentence whose execution is now imminent? From 
where, or better, from whom did St Paul draw the serenity, strength and 
courage to go forward to meet martyrdom and the out-pouring of his 
blood? 
We find the answer in the middle of the Letter to the Philippians, in what 
the Christian tradition calls the carmen Christo, the hymn to Christ, or, 
more commonly, the “Christological hymn”; it is a hymn in which all the 
attention is focused on the “mind” of Christ, that is, on his way of thinking 
and on his practical approach to life.  
This prayer begins with an exhortation: “Have this mind among yourselves, 
which was in Christ Jesus” (Phil 2:5). These sentiments are presented in 
the following verses: love, generosity, humility, obedience to God, the gift 
of self. It is not only or not merely a matter of following Jesus’ example, as 
something moral, but of involving one’s whole life in his way of thinking 
and acting. Prayer must lead Christians to knowledge and union in ever 
deeper love with the Lord, if they are to be able to think, act and love like 
him, in him and for him. Putting this into practice, learning the sentiments 
of Jesus, is the way of Christian life. 
I would now like to reflect briefly on several elements of this concentrated 
hymn which sum up the entire divine and human itinerary of the Son of 
God and englobe the whole of human history: from being in the form of 
God to the Incarnation, to death on the Cross and to exaltation in the 
Father’s glory, the behavior of Adam, of man, is also implicit from the start. 
This hymn to Christ begins with his being “en morphe tou Theou” the 
Greek text says, that is, with being “in the form of God” or, rather, in the 
condition of God. Jesus, true God and true man, does not live his “being as 
God” in order to triumph or to impose his supremacy, he does not see it as 
a possession, a privilege or a treasure, to be jealously guarded.

Bienvenido a St. Joseph’s 
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Nuestro Santo Padre en Roma 

AUDIENCIA GENERAL Miércoles 27 de junio de 2012 Parte I 
Queridos hermanos y hermanas: 
Nuestra oración está hecha, como hemos visto los miércoles 
pasados, de silencios y palabra, de canto y gestos que implican a toda la 
persona: los labios, la mente, el corazón, todo el cuerpo. Es una 
característica que encontramos en la oración judía, especialmente en los 
Salmos. Hoy quiero hablar de uno de los cantos o himnos más antiguos de 
la tradición cristiana, que san Pablo nos presenta en el que, en cierto 
modo, es su testamento espiritual: la Carta a los Filipenses. Se trata de 

una Carta que el Apóstol dicta mientras se 
encuentra en la cárcel, tal vez en Roma. Siente 
próxima su muerte, pues afirma que su vida será 
ofrecida como sacrificio litúrgico (cf. Flp 2, 17). 
A pesar de esta situación de grave peligro para su 
incolumidad física, san Pablo, en toda la Carta, 
manifiesta la alegría de ser discípulo de Cristo, de 
poder ir a su encuentro, hasta el punto de que no 
ve la muerte como una pérdida, sino como una 
ganancia. En el último capítulo de la Carta hay una 
fuerte invitación a la alegría, característica 
fundamental del ser cristianos y de nuestra 

oración. San Pablo escribe: «Alegraos siempre en el Señor; os lo repito, 
alegraos» (Flp 4, 4). Pero, ¿cómo puede alguien estar alegre ante una 
condena a muerte ya inminente? ¿De dónde, o mejor, de quién le viene a 
san Pablo la serenidad, la fuerza, la valentía de ir al encuentro del martirio 
y del derramamiento de su sangre? 
Encontramos la respuesta en el centro de la Carta a los Filipenses, en lo 
que la tradición cristiana denomina carmen Christo, el canto a Cristo, o 
más comúnmente, «himno cristológico»; un canto en el que toda la 
atención se centra en los «sentimientos» de Cristo, es decir, en su modo 
de pensar y en su actitud concreta y vivida. Esta oración comienza con 
una exhortación: «Tened entre vosotros los sentimientos propios de 
Cristo Jesús» (Flp 2, 5). Estos sentimientos se presentan en los versículos 
siguientes: el amor, la generosidad, la humildad, la obediencia a Dios, la 
entrega. No se trata sólo y sencillamente de seguir el ejemplo de Jesús, 
como una cuestión moral, sino de comprometer toda la existencia en su 
modo de pensar y de actuar. La oración debe llevar a un conocimiento y a 
una unión en el amor cada vez más profundos con el Señor, para poder 
pensar, actuar y amar como él, en él y por él. Practicar esto, aprender los 
sentimientos de Jesús, es el camino de la vida cristiana. 
Ahora quiero reflexionar brevemente sobre algunos elementos de este 
denso canto, que resume todo el itinerario divino y humano del Hijo de 
Dios y abarca toda la historia humana: desde su ser de condición divina, 
hasta la encarnación, la muerte en cruz y la exaltación en la gloria del 
Padre está implícito también el comportamiento de Adán, el 
comportamiento del hombre desde el inicio. Este himno a Cristo parte de 
su ser «en morphe tou Theou», dice el texto griego, es decir, de su ser «en 
la forma de Dios», o mejor, en la condición de Dios. Jesús, verdadero Dios 
y verdadero hombre, no vive su «ser como Dios» para triunfar o para 
imponer su supremacía; no lo considera una posesión, un privilegio, un 
tesoro que guardar celosamente.
