From The US Conference of Catholic Bishops 
Our First, Most Cherished Liberty 
A Statement on Religious Liberty 

 
We are Catholics. We are Americans. We are proud to be both, grateful for 
the gift of faith which is ours as Christian disciples, and grateful for the gift of 
liberty which is ours as American citizens. To be Catholic and American 
should mean not having to choose one over the other. Our allegiances are 
distinct, but they need not be contradictory, and should instead be 
complementary. That is the teaching of our Catholic faith, which obliges us to 
work together with fellow citizens for the common good of all who live in 
this land. That is the vision of our founding and our Constitution, which 
guarantees citizens of all religious faiths the right to contribute to our 
common life together. 
Freedom is not only for Americans, but we think of it as something of our 
special inheritance, fought for at a great price, and a heritage to be guarded 
now. We are stewards of this gift, not only for ourselves but for all nations 
and peoples who yearn to be free. Catholics in America have discharged this 
duty of guarding freedom admirably for many generations. 
...We need, therefore, to speak frankly with each other when our freedoms are 
threatened. Now is such a time. As Catholic bishops and American citizens, 
we address an urgent summons to our fellow Catholics and fellow Americans 
to be on guard, for religious liberty is under attack, both at home and abroad. 
This has been noticed both near and far. Pope Benedict XVI recently spoke 
about his worry that religious liberty in the United States is being weakened. 
He called it the “most cherished of American freedoms”—and indeed it is. All 
the more reason to heed the warning of the Holy Father, a friend of America 
and an ally in the defense of freedom, in his recent address to American 
bishops: 
Of particular concern are certain attempts being made to limit that most 
cherished of American freedoms, the freedom of religion. Many of you have 
pointed out that concerted efforts have been made to deny the right of 
conscientious objection on the part of Catholic individuals and institutions 
with regard to cooperation in intrinsically evil practices. Others have spoken 
to me of a worrying tendency to reduce religious freedom to mere freedom of 
worship without guarantees of respect for freedom of conscience. 
...What we ask is nothing more than that our God-given right to religious 
liberty be respected. We ask nothing less than that the Constitution and laws 
of the United States, which recognize that right, be respected. 
In insisting that our liberties as Americans be respected, we know as bishops 
that what our Holy Father said is true. This work belongs to “an engaged, 
articulate and well-formed Catholic laity endowed with a strong critical 
sense vis-à-vis the dominant culture.” 
...As bishops we seek to bring the light of the Gospel to our public life, but 
the work of politics is properly that of committed and courageous lay 
Catholics. We exhort them to be both engaged and articulate in insisting that 
as Catholics and as Americans we do not have to choose between the two. 
There is an urgent need for the lay faithful, in cooperation with Christians, 
Jews, and others, to impress upon our elected representatives the importance 
of continued protection of religious liberty in a free society. 
In particular, we recommend to our brother bishops that we focus “all 
the energies the Catholic community can muster” in a special way this 
coming summer. As pastors of the flock, our privileged task is to lead 
the Christian faithful in prayer.

Mi tiempo en St. Joseph’s ya casi se acaba, y encuentro esta 
separación mas traumática de lo que había anticipado.  Se dice que 
un sacerdote se casa con la Iglesia.  St. Joseph’s ha sido una amada 
esposa y una familia para mi por 13 años.  ¿Cómo soportar esta 
llegada separación? La única manera de soportar cualquier 
separación es practicar el desprendimiento de todo y todos excepto 
de Cristo.  Hace cuatro años,  una serie de conflictos, malentendidos 
e infidelidades en la parroquia me plagaron con particular fuerza.  
Por una semana, luché con confusión y tristeza, pero me di cuenta 
que nadie puede saciar nuestra sed mas profunda por el amor mas 
que Cristo.  En aquella oscura hora, me prendí de Jesucristo, mi 
verdadero esposo; Dios me hizo que me desprendiera de las 
consolaciones humanas y terrenas que nos brinda la Iglesia.  Al final, 
debemos solo de tener a Jesús, y el uno al otro solo en El.  St. 
Bernard escribió, “Cualquier cosa que escriba, no puede delectarme 
al menos que la lea en el nombre de Jesús.”   
  ¿Por qué estoy dejando una parroquia tan hermosa? Un sacerdote no 
puede pedir una comunidad mas alojadora, organizada y cómoda.  
Pero no estamos aquí para estar cómodos, y me he encariñado 
mucho.  Tal vez muchos de nosotros nos hemos encariñado mucho y 
necesitamos seguir moviéndonos hacia el cielo.  Somos peregrinos, y 
no tenemos aquí una ciudad eterna.   
   Además, pienso que la parroquia puede usar nueva energía 
pastoral.  Por cierto tiempo ahora, algunos de los indicadores de 
crecimiento parroquial—La asistencia a la Misa, los números en la 
capilla de adoración,  el ofertorio, las confesiones, el numero de 
familias en PSR que atienden a la Misa Dominical, la asistencia a los 
Estudios Bíblicos, los grupos de oración y las clases de catecismo– 
parece, se han nivelado.  Yo también estoy un poco acabado, 

desilusionado con la Diócesis, 
preocupado por los conflictos y tal 
vez muy controlante. 
La Diócesis ha establecido limites por 
una razón y creo que es hora de tener 
un nuevo pastor.  Todos podemos 
usar un poco de desprendimiento de 
lo que se ha vuelto muy cómodo—
para buscar el rostro de Cristo con 
una renovada pureza y energía.  
Ciertamente que esto me purificará, y 
espero que purifique a la parroquia.  
Sigamos moviéndonos solamente 
hacia El.  ¡Solo Jesús puede satisfacer 
nuestros corazones!

La Primera y Más Preciada de Nuestras Libertades  

Declaración  Sobre la Libertad Religiosa  
Somos católicos. Somos norteamericanos. Estamos orgullosos de esto y 
agradecidos por el regalo de la fe que poseemos como discípulos cristianos. Y 
también estamos agradecidos por el regalo de la libertad que tenemos como 
norteamericanos. Ser católico y norteamericano debería significar no tener 
que elegir entre uno o el otro. Nuestros compromisos son diferentes pero no 
deben ser contradictorios sino que deben complementarse. Las enseñanzas de 
nuestra fe católica nos obligan a trabajar junto a nuestros conciudadanos por 
el bien común de todos los que vivimos en este país. Esta es la base de nuestra 
nación y de nuestra Constitución, la que garantiza a los ciudadanos de todas 
las creencias religiosas el derecho a contribuir a una vida en común. 
La libertad no es solamente para los norteamericanos, pero la consideramos 
como algo especial de nuestra herencia por la que se luchó a un alto precio, y 
que nosotros ahora debemos proteger. Somos pues administradores de este 
regalo, no solamente para nosotros, sino para todas las naciones y pueblos que 
desean ser libres. Durante muchas generaciones los católicos de Norteamérica 
han cumplido admirablemente.  Cuando nuestras libertades son amenazadas 
debemos hablarlo abiertamente entre nosotros, y ese momento ha llegado. 
Como obispos católicos y como ciudadanos norteamericanos hacemos un 
llamado urgente a nuestros hermanos católicos norteamericanos para que 
estén en guardia en este momento en que la libertad religiosa está siendo 
atacada tanto en nuestro país como en el extranjero. 
Advertimos que esto sucede cerca de nosotros y lejos de nosotros. El Papa 
Benedicto XVI habló recientemente sobre su preocupación de que la libertad 
religiosa en los Estados Unidos se estaba debilitando. La llamó "la más 
preciada de las libertades americanas", y verdaderamente lo es. Con más razón 
tenemos que prestar atención a las advertencias del Santo Padre —amigo y 
aliado de Norteamérica en la defensa por la libertad, — quien en su reciente 
discurso a los obispos de los Estados Unidos nos dice:  Son especialmente 
preocupantes ciertos intentos de limitar la libertad más apreciada en Estados 
Unidos: la libertad de religión. Muchos de vosotros habéis puesto de relieve 
que se han llevado a cabo esfuerzos concertados para negar el derecho de 
objeción de conciencia de los individuos y de las instituciones católicas en lo 
que respecta a la cooperación en prácticas intrínsecamente malas. Otros me 
habéis hablado de una preocupante tendencia a reducir la libertad de religión 
a una mera libertad de culto, sin garantías de respeto de la libertad de 
conciencia. 
...Lo que pedimos no es más que nuestro derecho, otorgado por Dios, para que 
la libertad religiosa sea respetada. Lo único que pedimos es que la 
Constitución y las leyes de los Estados Unidos, que reconocen este derecho, 
sean respetadas.  
Insistiendo en que sean respetadas nuestras libertades como norteamericanos, 
sabemos como obispos que lo que ha dicho el Santo Padre es correcto, y que 
esta lucha le pertenece a un "un laicado católico comprometido, articulado y 
bien formado, dotado de un fuerte sentido crítico con respecto a la cultura 
dominante".  Aunque el mundo de la política pertenece propiamente a los 
laicos católicos comprometidos y valientes, como obispos buscamos llevar la 
luz del Evangelio a nuestra vida pública. Los exhortamos a que sean 
participativos y articulados en insistir que como católicos y como 
norteamericanos, no tenemos que escoger entre uno o el otro. Hay una 
necesidad urgente de que los fieles laicos, tanto cristianos como judíos y de 
otras religiones, reiteren enfáticamente a los representantes electos la 
importancia de una protección continuada de las libertades religiosas en una 
sociedad libre.
